Competition Methods:

1. The Xiangqi Rules officially approved by the WXF will be applied in the competition (Note: same as the Rules of Asian Xiangqi Federation). 

2. Men’s Individual shall be a nine (9) round competition, using the Swiss System with one (1) game for each match. 

3. For Women’s Individual, the competition system and number of rounds of the matches will be determined in accordance with the number of the players registered. 

4. For Men’s Team, the result of a team will be based on the individual places of the top two (2) players from the same team. 

5. For non-Chinese/ Vietnamese Individual, the results shall be calculated separately. 

 Entry:

1. Each Association may enter one (1) team leader, two (2) male players and one (1) female player. However, this quota does not apply to non-Chinese/ Vietnamese players, i.e. the number of entry is not limited. 

2. Completed entry forms (with seal of association), flight information form and recent electronic passport-size color photographs of all members, must be emailed or faxed to the Chinese Xiangqi Association not later than September 1st, 2013.

Prize Award:

1. The first eight (8) places in Men’s Team event will be awarded. Trophies and certificates will be given to 1st and 3rd places; other places will receive certificates.

2. The first eight (8) places in Men’s Individual and Men’s Non-Chinese/Vietnamese Individual will be awarded. Trophies, certificates and prize money will be given to 1st and 3rd places; other places will receive certificates and prize money.

3. The first six (6) places in Women’s Individual will be awarded, Trophies, certificates and prize money will be given to 1st and 3rd places; other places will receive certificates and prize money. The first three (3) places in Women’s Non-Chinese/Vietnamese Individual will be awarded with certificates.

Recommended Bus Line
For those who would like to go to Huidong by bus from  Hong Kong or Shenzhen, please take the HK-Huidong Express from MongKok, PrinceEdward, Sha Tin and Sha Tau Kok Control Point or pass the Shenzhen Luohu Customs first and then take the regular bus from the closest Overseas Chinese travel agency coach station(Huaqiao Lvxingshe) to Huidong. 
For those who would like to go to Huidong by bus from  Macau, please pass the Gongbei Customs of Zhuhai first and then take Zhuhai-Huidong Express or the regular bus to Huizhou from Xiangzhou Coach Station. Those who take the regular bus to Huizhou should transfer to the regular bus from Huizhou to Huidong.
The organizing committee will provide departure services from the venue to Guangzhou Baiyun International Airport, Shenzhen International Airport and Huidong Bus Station on October 27th. The specific arrangements will be informed later.
 Each team has to purchase the individual insurance during the championship by themselves.
 Dress Code
Opening/closing ceremony: Formal clothes(suit, shirt, tie, leather shoes) for men, suit for women. Any other national dress recognized internationally is also allowed. 

At the Venue: suits or uniforms for players.
Note: Those who do not follow the dress code will not be allowed to participate in the opening/closing ceremony as well as the championship.
